Sažetak 

Rad se odnosi na tri zbirke poezije, koje je Vuk-Pavlović objavio 1964. godine u 

Skopju (Zov i Razvaline) i 1976. u Zagrebu (Usplahireni stihovi), koje se rjeñe 

prikazuju u analizi pogledâ Vuk-Pavlovića, a po mome mišljenju predstavljaju 

svojevrsni vrh njegovog etičkog angažmana. U radu se prikazuju osnovne 

aksiološke i etičke ideje profesora Vuk-Pavlovića, s osobitim naglaskom na 

misli iznijete u ovim filosofijskim poetskim zbirkama. Posebno ću istaći 

njegovu analizu etičke samosvijesti ličnosti i obaveza koje ličnost ima prema čovjekovanju i izgradnji zajednice. 

 

 

ETHICAL AND VALUE IDEAS IN THE PHILOSOPHICAL POETRY OF 

VUK-PAVLOVIĆ 

 

Abstract 

This paper refers to the three anthologies of poetry, which Vuk-Pavlović 

published in 1964 in Skopje (Zov/The Call and Razvaline/The Ruins) and in 

1976 in Zagreb (Usplahireni stihovi/Excited Verses), which are seldom shown 

in the analysis of the views of Vuk-Pavlović. It is the author’s belief that the 

above three represent a peculiar peak of Vuk-Pavlović’s ethical engagement.  

This paper presents the fundamental axiological and ethical ideas of professor 

Vuk-Pavlović, with particular attention paid to the thoughts set out in the above 

philosophical poetical anthologies.  



Vuk-Pavlović’s analysis of the ethical self-consciousness of a person and the 

responsibility that a person has for being a man and for the development of a 

community is particularly emphasised.
